Vestry Minutes
Members present: Muriel Butler, Senior Warden; Rich Olmer, Clerk of
the Vestry; Chuck Ayer, Junior Warden; Jim Boone; Roger Uhden;

Debby Kubly; Jim Aldrich; Klaus Hintermayr; and John Standerwick.
Others present: Robert Rhoads, Rector; Diane Bergsland, Office Man-
ager; and Bill Yandell, Treasurer; Dick Neal, Chair of the Building
Committee; and Charlie Gott.
The meeting began with a brief devotional.
Because of the presence of Dick Neal, the agenda was revised to discuss
the addition of aMemorial Chapel and anew Vesting Room to the
church. This addition was approved last month. Since then, the Archi-
tectural Review pand at the Diocese has reviewed our plans, approved
the plans, and made some comments that they wished the Vestry to con-
sider. The first comment addressed the issue of flat roofs. Since the new
additions actually lessen the total area of flat roofs, this issue was
thought to be anon-issue. The second area questioned insurance issues
related to the chapel being open al night. These issues were already
considered and presented no significant problems. The third issue raised
concerned glass walls in the chapel and doors to the Narthex. After con-
siderable discussion, the glass areas in question were removed and dou-
ble doors to the Narthex were approved. It was decided by the Vestry to
refer one additional issue to our architect for his review, the need for a
small roof over the door to the chapel.
Dick Neal then posed some additional questions to the Vestry. One con-
cerned the possibility of creating a means of ingress and egress to our
parking lot from Fir Street. Thiswould help avoid access problems dur-
ing construction and help us meet future needs for additional parking.
No vote was taken, but thiswill be decided in the future. Dick also had
some questions concerning Vestry input into the Memorial Program
being established to help fund our construction efforts. No action was
taken at thistime, but there was some lively discussion.
Following this, we returned to our normal agenda and the Rector dis-
cussed Pastoral concerns and announced that our Deacon, Jaynne Gott,
would be taking a sabbatical for the next few months. It was aso an-
nounced that Gloria Johnson had just passed away this morning. The
Minutes of the September V estry meeting were then approved with no
changes. We then reviewed and approved the General Fund Report
(Treasurer’s Report) and the Consolidated Fund Activity Report.
The Senior Warden reported that our insurance representative had vis-
ited the church and judged that our insurance coverage was adequate.
One item: we cannot sell wine at church functions. We can, however,
giveit away. We also should request a Certificate of Insurance for any
users of our facility.
The Junior Warden reported that he was getting new quotes for carpet
cleaning.
The Treasurer had no report.
Committee Reports:
The Administration Committee had no report.

The Communications Committee had no report.

The Community Building Committee reported on scheduled activities:
the Women's Cursillo this weekend where we have two parishioners
working on the kitchen team, Pam Bedford and Lynn Cain. Taizeis
scheduled for the 28" of October and the fall 4™ Day will be on Novem-
ber 8" at St Bede'sin Port Orchard. An Ultreyawill be held here at St.
Luke's on December 6™ in an effort to establish aregular Ultreya Pro-
gram here on the Olympic Peninsulawith St. Barnabas in Bainbridge
Island, St. Andrew’sin Port Angeles, St. Paul’sin Port Townsend, and
others.

The Stewardship Committee is continuing their efforts and most parish-
ioners just got amailing on pledges. The Rector mentioned that his
“Stewardship” sermon was coming up this Sunday. The Clerk of the
Vestry cautioned folks that between the upcoming all-parish Budget
Meeting (October 26™), the Building Committee' s activities to garner
funds for construction, the existence of a current budget deficit in our
parish, the financia difficulties throughout the country, etc. we need to
be alittle careful about constantly dunning our folks.

The Worship/Christian Education Committee announced that the Rec-
tor’s Advisory Group did meet to review the ten o’ clock service format
and to consider some modifications. It was again announced that the
Education Committee is sponsoring a series of Wednesday evening pot
lucks which includes a variety of Adult Education opportunities
(spirituality, abook study, and Episcopa 101 class). This series meets
every Wednesday at 5:00 PM.

The Outreach Committee will have a new draft of the outreach program
components and contacts at our next meeting.

Under the Heading of New Business, it was announced that the depart-
ing Vestry members are charged with recommending new Vestry mem-
bers. Please suggest any names to John Standerwick, Muriel Butler or
Rich Olmer. A draft 2009 budget was reviewed and approved. The Ves-
try reviewed and approved a Draft Position Description for the Interim
Music Director and an employment contract. John Maxwell will be the
Interim Music Director. Somewhere during this discussion it was men-
tioned that the Boar's Head Festival will be cancelled thisyear. There
was some discussion regarding the fact that this decision needs to be
announced to all parishioners and everyone in the community involved
in this program.

A fina order of new business was approval to establish an
“Accountability Plan” for the Rector so that any funds given to him and
spent on his Belize trip will not be considered as income for tax pur-
poses. The Vestry approved this measure.

The Vestry agreed to review pamphlets next month that could be distrib-
uted to parishioners as part of a Lenten program.

Following this, the meeting was adjourned with a prayer.
